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Abstract This section is written in English containing summary of the paper including the result of  the research. Abstract containing research description without reference. The abstract should consist of a single paragraph containing no more than 150 words unsing Times New Roman 10 pt, justified and italic. In the end of this paragraph add 3 – 5 relevant keywords . Keywords should reffer to the research object, root of the problem, and method.
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1. Introduction
The Script should be arranged straightforward and clear. The minimum length of this paper should be in 10 pages and to be written in English in regards to good grammatical writing. The page does not need to have page numbering.
The Sctipt should be written using Microsoft Office Word (*.doc or *.docx) single spaced in A4 size letter (210 mm x 297 mm) with top and bottom margins 2,5 cm, left margins 3 cm and right margins 2,5 cm. Use Times New Roman 11 pt for the entire script. The text layout should be written using one column with.
The script should be presented in several chapter, starting from introduction (25%), methodology, analysis (65%), Conclusion (10%) and references. Introduction consist of background, problems, and previous research [1].

2.1 Section

Section is written with corresponding to the section number. The maximum level of section is 3 levels, such as: 2.1.1. Section and section number should be written using Times New Roman 11 pt bold, justified, title case mode. To seperate one section to another, add 1 space line.

Refferences of table should be placed under table on the left side. Refferences of figures should be placed under figure title on the left side.
